In this Learning 
Community, which combines two hybrid courses, World History to 1500 (HIS

around the world; we will explore various cultures through food, film, and visits 
to local museums and historical sites; and we will consider global challenges to 
interpersonal communication styles while finding a sense of our own identities 
amid conflicting co-cultures at home.
